	Ratio of horizontal to vertical on a screen. Sizes commonly used are 16:9 (Widescreen), 4:3 (standard screen) For our class always STANDARD! Sorry Osceola has no widescreen TVS

	Clip
	Media file that contains audio, video, and/or a still image. Clips are self-contained sections you can select and manipulate like puzzle pieces to make up a movie.  If you copy a selection and paste it, it becomes a new clip.
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	3
	Clip Viewer
	A tab with the eye on the panel at the bottom of the iMovie screen. To make a clip part of the movie, drag it to the clip viewer
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	4
	Crop Markers
	Used to select audio and video.  Click and drag just below the Scrubber Bar to make the video crop markers appear.
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	5
	Cropping
	Choose clip to crop, rotate, or Ken Burns
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	6
	Cut
	Start or end frame of a clip.
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	7
	Design panels (or effects
palettes)


	These panels allow you to add titles, transitions, music, and sound effects to your movie. Click on one of the buttons and the options for that effect will be displayed

	Dissolve
	A video transition in which  one clip  fades in to the next.

	Event Library
	Raw Footage imported from SD Cards, Internal Cameras, Camcorders, or Digital

	Frames
	A single image in a movie clip.
	Movies are made up of a series of frames.

	Frames per Second (fps)
	Frame rate; the number of movie frames displayed on the screen per second.
	When a video is saved as a QuickTime file, different formats have different fps rates.  Lower fps rates make smaller files.

	iMovie
	iMovie provides the basic, no-frills editing tools you need to put together a movie from a set of video clips, and stills
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	13
	JPEG
	A standard for the compression of still images.
	Use JPEG when sending an image in email or using it on the internet.

	Ken Burns Effect
	The Ken Burns effect is a type of panning and zooming effect used in video production from still imagery

	The blue bar under the iMovie monitor which displays a timeline of selected video clips.

	Sending your video to the desktop or a different location.

	Video clips may be separated to make two clips.
	To be able to insert text in the middle of the clip or use the clip in another part of your iMovie.

	Text/Titles
	Add Text/Titles to existing clips or backgrounds

	Timeline Viewer
	The panel at the bottom of the iMovie screen that displays the video track and two audio tracks.
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	27
	Tracks
	The spaces where you can add video and audio clips in a movies timeline.

	Transition
	The blending of frames between two clips to create a visually appealing way to view your video.

	Video Effects
	Change the way the clip looks
